The Registration Committee of EAPASA currently uses the 

principles of Recognition of Prior Learning to assess applicants 

against the six core competencies and associated assessment 

criteria of the national Qualification Standard. There are two 

categories for registration:  

(1) Candidate EAP, newly graduated without experience, and
